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Abstract

Good Government was mandatory by a Bureaucracy system in Thailand. Work behaviors among staff in nursing colleges would
show the capacity how they act on their jobs. The descriptive research was designed on cross—sectional research study. The aims of
the study were to explore work behaviors based on Good Government among administrators, nursing instructors and staff and to
compare work behaviors based on Good Govemment among administrators, nursing instructors and staff at Boromarajonani College of
Nursing, Questionnaires consisted of work behaviors based on Good Government among administrators, nursing instructors and staff.
Findings revealed that overall of work behaviors among three groups of subjects were high such as 1) law principal, 2) moral
principal, 3) transparency core, 4) participatory main, 5) respousibility core, and 6) valuable majors based on subjects’ opinion. The
comparison of work behaviors, based on Good Government among administrators, nursing instructors and staff at Boromarajonani
College of Nursing, Buddhachinaraj, was not statistically significant.
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
